	Is there currently an independent Professional Engineer Investigator working for the State of New Mexico?  If so, who is in the current position and how long have they been in the position?
	BLPEPS does not currently have a Professional Engineer Investigator. 

	2. 
	Is there a particular engineering discipline which is preferred for this role?  (ie. Mechanical, Electrical, Civil, Structural)
	The majority of complaints received pertain to Civil or Structural. A candidate with other engineering disciplines are acceptable.

	3. 
	Are you looking for an individual licensed in the State of New Mexico to respond, or an engineering firm to respond?
	BLPEPS would prefer an individual licensed in New Mexico but engineering firms are welcome to respond. 

	4. 
	For candidates who live in Albuquerque or Santa Fe, how much travel to other parts of the state is anticipated?  
	Travel frequency is dependent upon the location of where the alleged violation took place.

	5. 
	Are travel costs (both time and mileage) reimbursed?
	Travel costs will be reimbursed up to $0.45 per mile for travel to and from hearings. Procuring Agency will not pay hourly rate for travel time.  See appendix D, Cost Response Form 

	6. 
	Roughly how much work per year is anticipated to the successful respondent?
	On average about 17 complaints are received, depending on the complexity of the investigation the work may take up to 250 hours or more per year.

	7. 
	Can a candidate apply if they are actively doing engineering work in NM?  If so, can they choose to “conflict out” of cases where they see a potential conflict of interest, perhaps because they are partnered with that firm or someone in that firm on a particular project?
	Yes to both questions.  It is expected that the candidate recuse themselves from an investigation if there is a potential conflict of interest.

	Will evaluating whether an engineer used the proper “standard of care” be part of the scope of work?  This can be a very subjective determination and the successful consultant may find himself alienated from the NM engineering community if they are asked to provide this service.
	The candidate evaluates if there are any violations to the New Mexico Engineering and Surveying Practice Act and the Administrative Code.

	The average complaints received per year is approximately 17
